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DRAFT Findings of Fact in Support of the Amended Permit Decision
' Water Management Permit #9P-3-16-254.01

The Department of Environmental Protection (“MassDEP” or “the Department™) has completed its review
of the Town of Rowley’s Water Management Act permit based upon your response to the June 29th, 2011
MassDEP Order to Complete (“OTC™). This review was conducted in regard to your permit for the Town
of Rowley (Rowley) to withdraw water from the Parker River. The Department hereby modifies the
Water Management Permit #9P-3-16-254.01 (the “Permit”) in accordance with the Water Management
Act (M.G.L. 21G). The Department makes the following Findings of Fact in support of the attached draft
permit, and includes herewith its reasons for medifying the permit and for the conditions of approval
imposed, as required by M.G.L. ¢.21G, 5. 11 and 310 CMR 36.00. The draft permit is being issued since
such action is necessary for the promotion of the purposes of MCL ¢. 21G. The Department may modify,
suspend or terminate the permit, after notice and hearing, for violations of its conditions, of M.G L. <.
21G, or of regulations adopted or orders issued by the department, and when deemed necessaty for the
promotion of the purposes of the Water Management Act.

Rowley’s Water Withdrawal History
This permit does not authorize an increase in water withdrawal volume. Rowley’s authorized
withdrawal volume under its Water Management Act (WMA) Permit will continue to be an annual )
average daily volume of 0.55 million gallons per day (MGD) previously registered (0.36 MGD) and
permitted (0.19 MGD) in the Parker River Basin, _

The Water Management Act

General Permit Factors

The Water Management Act requires that MassDEP issue permits that balance a variety of factors
including:

* Reasonable protection of existing water uses, land values, investments and enterprises;

» Reasonable conservation consistent with efficient water use;

*  Reasonable protection of public drinking water supplies, water quality, wastewater treatment
capacity, waste assimilation capacity, groundwater recharge areas, navigation, hydropower
resources, water-based recreation, wetland habitat, fish and wildlife, agriculture, flood plains; and

e Reasonable economic development and job creation. - '

To better achieve the balance of competing water uses mandated by the WMA, MassDEP incorporates the
requirements of the 2006 Water Conservation Standards, adopted by the Water Resources Commission
This information is available in alfernate format, Call Donald M, Gomes, ADA Coordinator at 617-556-1057, TDD Service - [-800-298-2207.
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
